The history of Persiadlewry dates back
to the sixth century BCE and the times of Daniel,
Ezra and other biblical luminarie®espite the
occasional semblance of peace, the Jewish com-
munity suffered exile and abuse under the reigns
of various regimes. Jews reached an age of peace
and prosperity under the late Shah, yet these
freedoms proved too elusive with the Islamic
Revolution of 1979.Contact with Israel was soon
punished with persecution. Common accusations
included espionage and treason.

Jews of Iran, circa 1918

In search of a better future, thousands of Jews
fled to Israel and the United States. Many families
settled in the Jewish community of Great Neck,
New York, joining their more opportunistic cous-
ins who had come to America prior to the revolu-
tion. Though geographically uprooted, the immi-
grant generation was able to preserve its heritage.
In the decades since, they have built synagogues,
started kosher restaurants, and organized Jewish
educational programs. With these opportunities,
the community is likely to maintain its Jewish
identity for generations to come. Yet it is unlikely
that future generations will understand the lan-
guage and culture of their ancestors.
